1. The Meeting Minutes: May 17, 2023 were reviewed:   Motion to Approve T Fournier; Seconded B Bailey  VOTE 5-0
2. Old Business: The CEO’s draft of an outline for a proposed Ordinance Review Committee was presented. - Each Planning Board member has received a copy and will review for discussion and comments at a future meeting.
3. New England Energy Connect – Sam Rice   Permitting Specialist presented a status update.  He had sent a letter to the CEO to request a continuation of the permit.  NE Energy Connect had received the initial permit in 2021 with the understanding that it could be reinstated in May 2023 if over 50% of the initial project was completed.  At this date, they have spent $5,999,000 of the projected $11,000,339 goal for completion of the project, 51% of the project is completed.  The CEO has supported the request for a continuance.  The Planning Board unanimously supported the decision for the continuance. Motion to accept continuance of permit – T Fournier; Seconded G Long   VOTE 5-0
           3.New Business 

a. Review CONSUMER FIREWORKS ORDINANCE: How can the guidelines and/or Ordinance be changed and expanded to include area outside of the “Village Area”.    Several residents who live outside the Village area are concerned that fireworks are being discharged too close to neighbors’ structures.
The CEO stated that there are several Ordinances that could also be reviewed to expand guidelines beyond the “Village Area” border.

The resident will solicit input from other residents with a petition and will then come back to the Planning Board.
b. LD 2003 is an Act to Implement the Recommendations of the Commission to Increase Housing Opportunities in Maine by Studying Zoning and Land Use Restrictions.  The bill was passed by the State Legislature and signed by the Governor in April 2022.  All towns are encouraged to review current pertinent land use ordinances.
The CEO has been talking with Erica Bufkins, AVCOG Community and Transportation Planner. She will attend our July 19 meeting to update us on what we will have to do to prepare for the changes.  She also works with Comprehensive Planning Committees and will plan to meet with them at 5:30pm before the Planning Board Meeting.6:30.
c. Comprehensive Plan Committee Update: To date, 61 residents  and 9 businesses have completed surveys.
4. Public Participation    A Resident noted that there are a lot of trees being cleared in the area adjacent to the current Meadow Brook apartments on Moose Hill Road.  The residents have heard that a multiple unit housing unit will be built on this site.  They are concerned about who will be occupying the proposed apartments.  The CEO reported that the owners, Jeff Butterfield and his wife from Turner are very early in the process of reviewing the potential for development of that land.  This land was formerly used as the Town dump.
